What is MaineSpark’s Goal?

Strong Foundations is one of four areas of focus—or “tracks”—of the MaineSpark initiative.
The Strong Foundations track is a network of MaineSpark coalition member agencies whose focus is  
on good educational opportunities for Maine’s youngest children—from birth to 6th grade—and their 

families and caregivers.

What is MaineSpark’s Strong Foundations?
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Our focus is on 1) supporting policies and securing funding that will attract and retain 
qualified educational professionals for our youngest citizens, 2) developing a coordinated 
educational pipeline for birth through 6th grade that includes policies and best practices, 

and 3) working with state and local systems on creating child- and family-centered 
policies that allow caregivers to support children in reaching critical milestones.
